According to a 2008 estimate, the median income for a household in the city
was $84,942 – the highest median income in the nation.  The median income for
a family was $115,372.  About 3.0% of families and 4.3% of the population were
below the poverty line, including 4.6% of those under age 18 and 7.8% of those
age 65 or over making less than $59,873.
Plano was the highest income place with a population of 130,000 or more in
2000.
Plano was ranked the most affluent city in the United States with the lowest
poverty rate of 6.3% for a city with a population exceeding 250,000. Its neighbor,
Frisco, was ranked the richest city for the population of under 250,000 in the
United States with a 2.7% poverty rate.
The cost of living in Plano approximately equals the national average.
Often overlooked, average commuting time in a community can control when
weekday evening meetings and events can be scheduled and limit building use
and program flexibility.
